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Numeracy methods are taught consistently across the
academy to allow students to make the links necessary to
embed their understanding. Numeracy Mats are used to
support students in lessons and our Numeracy ‘N’ logo is
displayed in lessons and student’s work when completing
a numeracy task.
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During form time students complete activities to further
develop their skills such as Numeracy Ninjas and functional
maths questions.

For students who require further support numeracy
intervention takes place, as well as afterschool clubs to
further support our students.

Throughout the year we have several days where students
take part in fun and interactive activities such as
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Supporting your own and your child’s numeracy skills
